Reports:

Finance Report:

Vicki Wray talked about the 2022 National SABE Conference.  Washington state is interested in submitting a bid for the conference.  Bernard Baker and Vicki Turnage will be looking at the bid packet and then will send it to Washington Self-Advocates.  Bernard Baker will follow up with them to check their interest.

Vicki Wray said that Denver is not interested in hosting the 2022 conference due to COVID-19 and finances.  There was discussion about having a conference in Nashville.

SABE GoVoter Project

Essie Pederson went over the SABE GoVoter Project report.  The survey is up and ready for everyone to begin using.  The Project is working with the protection and advocacy agencies and self-advocates on voting and helping with training. She encouraged board members to complete the survey and share the survey with others.  Let Essie, Teresa or Juliana know if you need help to set up your events.  The survey is in English and Spanish.  If voters need the survey in another language, contact your protection and advocacy for help.

The state that receives the most surveys will receive 2 free registrations for the 2022 National Conference.  The state that comes in second will receive 1 free registration for the 2022 National Conference.  Every state is encouraged to collect 100 surveys.

Juliana encouraged states to participate in the Distance Training Program – Colorado, Missouri, and New Jersey.  They start in February 2021.

Be on the look out for Webinars that SABE GoVoter Project is participating in.  Juliana will share the information to board members.

SARTAC

Vicki Turnage gave the SARTAC Report (see attached).  SARTAC is sponsoring Zoom meetings on a variety of topics.  They are using the meetings to keep people updated on what’s happening. SARTAC will be reaching out to individuals to share their experiences about SARTAC.  The Funder, Administration on Community Living (ACL), has asked SARTAC what are the pressing issues they have come across.

SARTAC Advisory committee is working on three presentations.  Topics are coalition building, position statements, and self-advocacy and what does it mean.  

SARTAC has received positive feedback from ACL about the project.
